1. Label Test Tag Information 

 
Available in 6 colours: 
OPT-WHITE, OPT-RED, OPT-ORANGE, OPT-BLUE, OPT-GREEN, OPT-YELLOW 

 

2. Auto Calibration Function 
 
The label printing function requires the recognition of label paper gaps in order to print properly. 
 
Auto Calibration Instructions (to detect Label Gap) 

1) Turn the printer power off while in label print mode. 

2) Press and hold down the feed button  and then press the power button . 

3) After the following printout is outputted, press the power button  to perform auto 
calibration. 

Select the mode 

 Auto Calibration: Power Button 

 Self Test: Feed Button 
 

4) A couple of label papers are outputted when performing auto calibration to normalize tracking. 
5) Turn the printer off 

 
3. Printer Interface Cable Connection 

 

 

To comply with AS/NZS 3760, 

operator MUST write their names 

on the ‘Tested by’ field provided 

with a permanent marker. 
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Connect the PAC 3760 DL to the printer with the Printer Interface Cable supplied. Plug the mini DIN 
connector end into the tester’s mini DIN interface socket (14) and the other end to the side of the PAC-
OPT printer’s comms socket (2), as shown on the picture above. 
 
NOTE: Pay attention to the pins on the mini-DIN interface cable and ensure the plug header goes in 

the right way as there is risk of damaging one of the pins if excessive force is used.
