STEP 1: PRE-INSTALL CHECK

Prior to installation, carefully identify the parts

STEP 2: WIRING TO THE BRACKET TERMINALS

Follow the Electrical Wiring Diagram below:
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STEP 3: INSTALLING THE MOUNTING BRACKET

Secure the Mounting Bracket to ceiling joist or

structure with at least two of the four long screws

provided (Figure 2).

Ensure at least 30 mm of each screw is threaded

into the ceiling joist or structure.

The bracket screws provided are for use with
wooden structures only. For structures other
than wood the appropriate screw type must be
used.

Use min. 2x screws.
Min. 30 mm thread into support.

STEP 4: CONNECTING THE FAN BODY

Anchor the steel wire to the canopy hook, then
connect the plug and play wiring plugs

(Figure 3).

Align the grooves on the fan body with the
grooves in the canopy, push the body up and
twist to lock into place (Figures 4-1 and 4-2).
Screw in x2 outer fan body screws (Figure 4-3.)

STEP 5: CONNECTING THE BLADES

Start with the two upper blades. Slide blades into
position and align the screw holes. Screw into
place from underneath with the screws provided
(Figure 5-1).

Follow the same process for the two lower
blades (Figure 5-2).

STEP 6: FINISHING THE INSTALLATION

Once the four blades are connected, twist the
bottom body cover to the bottom of the fan until
tight (Figure 6).

The RF Remote will connect automatically.

If you want to manually connect the remote to a
different frequency, change the switch settings
located inside the battery cover of the remote to
match the switches inside the remote receiver in
the fan.

Installing the Zen Fan with Downrod -

STEP 1: PRE-INSTALL CHECK
Prior to installation, carefully identify the parts:

Mounting Bracket x1

Screws for Mounting Bracket x2
Top cowling x1

Screws for top cowling x2
Downrod x1

Downrod tube x1

Downrod screws/nuts/washers x2

Nook,rwNhpE

STEP 2: WIRING TO THE BRACKET TERMINALS
See Electrical Wiring Diagram below:

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STEP 3: INSTALLING THE MOUNTING BRACKET

. Secure the Mounting Bracket to ceiling joist or
structure with the two long screws provided
(Figure 7-A).

. Ensure at least 30mm of the screws is threaded
into the support.

. The bracket screws provided are for use with
wooden structures only. For structures other
than wood the appropriate screw type must be
used.

. Install 2x upper cowling screws half-way into the
mounting bracket (Figure 7-B).

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STEP 4: CONNECTING THE BLADES

. Position the fan body on a secure surface with
the lower part facing up.

. Start with the two upper blades. Slide blades into
position and align the screw holes. Screw into
place with the screws provided (Figure 8-1).

. Follow the same process for the two lower
blades (Figure 8-2).

STEP 5: CONNECTING THE DOWNROD

. Slide the top cowling (Figure 9-B) and standard
cowling (Figure 9-C) onto the Downrod
(Figure 9-D).

. Slide the Downrod tube (Figure 9-E) onto the
Downrod, ensuring that both sets of holes are
aligned.

. Lower the Downrod onto the stem until the stem
holes and Downrod lower holes are aligned.

. Fix the assembly using the two bolts
(Figure 9-F), nuts and washers included.

. Connect the fan body / Downrod wiring plugs
(Figure 9-G).

. The Zen Fan standard cowling (Figure 9-C) will
fit loosely over the fan body.

. Screw in x2 outer fan body screws (Figure 9-H).

STEP 6: FINISHING THE INSTALLATION

. Lift the fan assembly onto the mounting bracket
and connect the Downrod / Mounting Bracket
wiring plugs (Figure 9l).

. Lift the top cowling into place so that the cowling
screw heads are exposed, then twist the cowling
to lock in position and tighten the screws
(Figure 10.).

. Twist the bottom body cover to the bottom of the
fan until tight (Figure 11).
