Dimming
This downlight has been designed to achieve 
deep dimming performance, which allows very 
low levels of light output to provide the perfect 
atmosphere for all occasions. This downlight 
is designed to work with Clipsal LED dimming 
technology. Refer to Clipsal.com/load for the 
latest dimming compatibility information.
NOTE: In some regions of the country a 
slight flicker may be experienced when the 
luminaire is dimmed. This is due to power 
line signals sent by the electricity supply 
authorities to assist with switching utilities, 
for example hot water services or changing 
tariff rates. This effect is not a malfunction of 
the luminaire or dimmer but a result of local 
installation conditions changing during the 
day. In these situations we recommend using 
the TPDL1C3R. This model has built in ripple 
resistance circuitry that may help reduce the 
effect of this ripple signal.

Pre-Installation
(1)	Colour Temperature Selector

This downlight has a Tri-Temp colour 
selector switch allowing the option of 3 
different light temperature outputs. Select 
the desired position prior to installation.

(2)	Clips on trims(If required)
a.	Remove brushed chrome or black trim 

from packaging.
b.	Press the trim over the top of the existing 

white trim prior to installation.

NOTE: Make sure the colour temperature 
is selected and the trim is fitted as 
described prior to installation.

a.	Preparation and connection
•	 Isolate power.
•	 Select a suitable location for installation 

and create a cutout.
•	 Connect mains supply to downlight.

b.	Mounting the downlight
(1)	Fold back mounting springs.
(2)	 Insert downlight into cut-out.
(3)	Ease upwards until sitting flush with 

ceiling.

$	 Clearances

a.	 This downlight has achieved an IC-4 
classification and complies with AS/
NZS 60598.2.2. It is classified as an IC-4 
recessed luminaire that can be abutted 
against normally flammable materials, 
including building insulation, and can be 
covered in normal use. 
This type of recessed luminaire is 
effectively a sealed unit that has restricted 
flow of air between the habitable room and 
the luminaire. Do not use caustic cleaning 
agents. 

b.	Risk of Fire - Building insulation may abut 
the sides or top of the luminaire: SCB = 0 
mm, HCB = 30 mm, MIC = 0 mm, 
SCI = 0 mm.

•	 SCB – Side Clearance to Building
